§ Not	forgetting	the	basics.		
§ Being	prepared	to	change/try	new	ways	to	improve.	
§ Learning	from	mistakes.	
§ Not	being	complacent	and	have	a	willingness	to	learn	and	improve.	

	
TRAINING	
Players	demonstrate	commitment	to	their	team	mates	and	club	by:	
§ Attending	all	training	sessions.	
§ Being	prepared	on	time	to	commence	training.	
§ Training	hard	–	training	as	you	expect	to	play.	
	
SELF	DEVELOPMENT	
Its	 proven,	 the	 more	 work	 and	 effort	 you	 put	 into	 your	 development	 the	 better	 results	 you	 get.	
Training	 should	 not	 be	 limited	 to	 two	 nights	 a	 week	 and	 players	 should	 take	 every	 opportunity	 to	
develop	 and	 hone	 their	 skills	 outside	 the	 dedicated	 training	 nights.	 The	 harder	 everyone	works	 the	
better	results	for	the	team.		
	
MATCH	DAYS	
On	match	days,	players	are	expected	to:	
§ Arrive	no	later	than	1	hour	before	the	commencement	of	play.	
§ Arrive	and	leave	the	ground	in	FDCC	attire	-	dress	as	a	team,	play	as	a	team.	
§ Be	prepared	and	understand	your	role	in	the	team	and	the	team’s	objectives/game	plan.	
§ Trust	your	skills.	
§ Do	the	1	per	centers.	
§ Take	responsibility	–	don’t	blame	others.	
	
ASSISTANCE	
Every	club	needs	assistance.	While	you	have	a	committee	and	volunteers	who	are	committed	and	put	
in	considerable	effort	in	the	running	of	the	club,	providing	support	or	assistance	goes	a	long	way	in	the	
club	being	successful	on	and	off	the	field.
